Jordan Cownie brings a wealth of experience to the Milton Keynes 
Lightning, joining the team for the 2024/25 season. Cownie had a 
productive 2023/24 season with the Glasgow Clan in the EIHL, 
tallying 26 points (7 goals, 19 assists) in 53 games. Known for his 
playmaking ability and vision on the ice, Cownie has consistently 
contributed offensively throughout his career. His addition to the 
Lightning roster is expected to enhance the team’s offensive depth 
and provide valuable experience in key moments.

Bradley Bowering continued to be a cornerstone on the Peterborough Phantoms’ blue line during the 2023/24 
NIHL season. He contributed 39 points (5 goals, 34 assists) in 48 games, demonstrating his offensive 
capabilities from the back end. Bowering’s consistency and solid defensive play also saw him contribute in the 
playoffs, adding another assist in 6 games. As the Phantoms enter the new season, Bowering’s experience and 
leadership will be key to their defensive strength.

Austin Mitchell-King showcased his offensive skills during the 2023/24 NIHL season with the Peterborough 
Phantoms, recording 34 points (14 goals, 20 assists) in 36 games. His playoff performance added another 8 
points (3 goals, 5 assists) in 8 games, proving his ability to perform in crucial moments. Known for his speed 
and scoring touch, Mitchell-King is expected to be a driving force for the Phantoms as they look to make a 
deep run in the upcoming season.

Luke Ferrara had a standout 2023/24 season with the Peterborough Phantoms, leading the team 
with 106 points (50 goals, 56 assists) in 54 games. His scoring prowess was evident throughout the 
season, and he continued to deliver in the playoffs with 12 points (6 goals, 6 assists) in 8 games. 
Ferrara’s ability to find the back of the net consistently makes him one of the most dangerous 
forwards in the NIHL, and his leadership will be crucial as the Phantoms aim for success in the 
2024/25 season.
